VISIT REGULATIONS - MIGHTY SOUNDS Festival 2025 

These visitor regulations apply to all visitors to the Mighty Sounds music festival, which takes place on 27 - 29 June 2025 in Tábor at Čápův dvůr Airport.

Directions for visitors to the event:

· Visitors to the event must respect the instructions of the organisers. A security check is carried out at the entrance. The organisers may conduct baggage and body searches. If a visitor refuses to undergo a security check, then they may not be allowed to enter the premises.
· Any damaged tickets or wristbands will become invalid, damaged tickets or wristbands will not be replaced on site.  
· Forgery of tickets or tapes is unacceptable and is punishable under applicable law. 
· Each visitor enters the concert venue at his/her own risk. Injuries and damages must be reported immediately to the event organiser. 
· It is strictly forbidden to bring into the venue glass and plastic containers (only water in 0.5l PET bottles with lids is allowed), cans, food, sprays, weapons, objects and substances dangerous to health, alcoholic, addictive and narcotic substances, oversized luggage, umbrellas, flammables, pyrotechnics, telescopic poles, bicycles, scooters. No pets allowed.
· No entry for persons who are heavily intoxicated or under the influence of narcotic or psychotropic substances.
· Visitors to the concert venue are obliged to behave in the event premises in such a way that their behaviour does not endanger the safety or health of third parties and/or their property, as well as property and equipment located in the event premises and furthermore, their behaviour does not restrict or endanger other visitors. Compensation for any damage caused by visitors to the event will be enforced in accordance with the relevant applicable legislation.
· Visitors to the event, by entering the premises, undertake to respect the local visitor regulations, the operating regulations of the campsites and car parks, the fire regulations and to follow the instructions of the organising service. Visitors to the premises are obliged to comply with the instructions and regulations of the organiser's staff, security service, fire brigade and medical rescue service.
· Any person on the premises acknowledges that it is forbidden to enter behind any fencing, caution tape or other types of barriers placed on the premises. In the event of a breach of this prohibition, the organiser shall not be liable for any damage to property or health resulting from such breach.
· Any person who notices a defect or source of risk to the safety of persons on the premises or on the equipment located therein shall immediately report such defect to the organiser.
· All persons on the premises of the concert venue are particularly obliged to:

1) act in such a way as to prevent the occurrence and/or spread of fire;
2) respect the prohibition of lighting and handling open flames, igniting and/or shooting any pyrotechnics in the event premises or its vicinity;
3) respect the prohibition on the use of barbecues using compressed gas cylinders; 
4) in the event that a fire is detected, comply with the local fire alarm directive;
5) respect the prohibition of smoking in all indoor areas (tents, etc.) and other marked areas.
